2. 2007 AGM minutes read by Deb McLaren – motion to accept made by Ed Fields, Seconded by Frank Adams.  Carried

3. Treasurers Report presented – Motion to accept – Lantz Mclaren, Seconded – Frank Adams.  Carried

4. Old Business – Frank shared very positive feedback on the organization and competition at the 2007 Provincial Show.  Laminated back numbers was discussed as this item was deferred from 2007.  No interest was generated from this.
5. Elections – the time to elect a new executive is upon us.

Chair – Shannon nominated Lantz, Frank seconded.  Call for other names of those interested in standing – no.  Lantz acclaimed
Show Manager – Deb nominated Shannon, Seconded by Ed.  Call for other names of those interested in standing – no.  Shannon acclaimed

Treasurer – Sandy nominated by Donna, Seconded by Kelly.  Call for other names of those interested in standing – no.  Sandy acclaimed

Secretary – Deb nominated by Shannon, Seconded by Gary – acclaimed
Awards – Deb nominated by Lantz, seconded by Kelly – acclaimed

6. New Business – Communications Manager – Carol Scott has been approached by Deb and has graciously accepted this role.  She will be the news person, responsible for ensuring that communication of all news goes out to all interested parties.

· Promotional Publication – Frank has offered to put together an informational piece on the appaloosa industry for distribution by all UOAHC members.  The idea here is to have information on the Appaloosa industry in your glove compartment.  If you drive past a farm where appaloosas are in the field, and you know the residents don’t show, pop this piece in their mailbox for awareness.  

· The Calgary club sponsors a highway cleanup once a year.  Discussion regarding events that are not show-related took place.  Shannon volunteered to mail any information related to ideas and plans out to the mailing list.
· Stallion pages – Wayne Stickwood has been working very hard accumulating the names of stallion owners in the province.  Wayne has received positive feedback to the idea of having a promotional piece on the UOAHC website.  For the sponsorship of $100, stallion owners can advertise a stallion on the UOAHC website with a link to their own home page.  The owner will also receive a free weanling halter entry in the year of the sponsorship.  This entry is transferable to any owner of a foal sired by their horse.  This entry is non-accumulative.  The stallion owner will also be added to the sponsor section of the website and the handout in the gift bags, as well as over the announcements at the Provincials. 7. Fee Structure – Fees for showing at Provincials have not increased in 7 years, though our costs to hold the shows have on a yearly basis.  A motion was made to increase fees for the 2008 show as follows:

Youth - $100 flat fee, up from $75

Amateur - $150 flat fee, up from $125

Open - $150 flat fee, up from $125


All in Favour – motion carried, 2 abstained

Motion was made to also have a multi-divisional charge.  If you are a youth and wish to show in the Open classes, or are an Amateur who wishes to show in the Open classes, and additional fee of $25 would be charged.  Motion was made by Louise, Seconded by Kelly.  Carried

Individual class fees will be set at $7 per class per judge.
